Term Four I would like to offer to Junior Students another Sea-
sons program. This time I would like to follow the Seasons 
program not that of the   Seasons For Growth formerly deliv-
ered at Monivae. 
What’s the difference? The original Seasons program was de-
veloped at East Melbourne Centacare by Liz Payne and asso-
ciates. Seasons For Growth which  followed and was devel-
oped by Dr. Anne Graham ( a specialist in grief counselling), is 
now part of the Good Grief Foundation, based in Sydney and 
has a greater emphasis on managing difficult emotions, mak-
ing positive choices and tends to be a very structured program 
with many activities. It also requires the use of the Seasons 
For Growth journal, which, at $22 per journal, is expensive for 
families.  
 

Seasons offers a simpler, less “busy” weekly program, using 
ordinary stationery for journals. At the same time it strongly 
emphasizes peer support, sharing stories and draws on art, 
poetry and music to good effect. The promo Seasons DVD-Big 
Trouble- was shown to Junior School last term. I invite inter-
ested Year 7 and 8 students who have experienced major 
changes in their families through separation and divorce or the 
death of a family member to consider joining a Junior Seasons 
group over Term Four.

MATHEMATICS–CALCULATORS in VCE  
 

The use of graphic or CAS calculators forms an important 
part of VCE Mathematics.  It is assumed that students have 
a graphic or CAS calculator in most Year 12 exams. 
 

It is a requirement that all students studying VCE Mathemat-
ics have access to an approved calculator.  Year 10 stu-
dents intending to study any Mathematics at Year 11 , 
except VCAL numeracy, need to purchase their own 
CAS calculator.  These calculators can be taken to univer-
sity and used for further study.  Provision will be made for 
students who are unable to purchase their own for use in 
examinations. 
 

To enable effective use of these calculators it is very impor-
tant that all students at Monivae College have the same 
model calculator as each model works differently.  The cal-
culators required are:
